Formal applications usually received via the online application form, by email
or directly from previous applicants.
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AEA respond to the applicant giving details of the application and testing procedure requesting copies
of brochures, list of appliances and their fuel(s) for which exemption is sought together with instruction and
installation manuals, engineering drawings of appliances, any particle emission data and details of test house

accreditation.
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AEA review the appliance application and any testing that the appliance has undergone to establish whether
the test work is satisfactory or if additional test work is required.
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
